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Theoretical considerations on the design
of the CSCL for teachers’ education

Recently, some researchers have recognized the importance of Information
Communication Technology for teachers’ education. The Computer-Supported
Collaborative Learning (CSCL) laboratory is a virtual learning environment for school-
teachers. The purpose of this study is to examine how the CSCL is designed for
teachers’ education based on the theoretical considerations of situated learning theo-
ry, the CSCL, and teachers’ education in general. In this paper, we deal with the
quality of the interaction among the teachers in the CSCL environment and the devel-
opment of the interface supporting this interaction. The CSCL for teachers’ educa-
tion should be designed as a learning environment where teachers can talk to each
other about their lessons and reflections.
